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HOW TO WEAR SHIP

In strong winds and heavy seas, when tacking may be
difficult or dangerous, the ship can be put on the
opposite tack, by turning away from the wind through
230°. This requires a lot of sea room, loses a lot of
ground, and is therefore seldom used. It is called
WEARING SHIP, and is illustrated on this page, starting
above at No. 1, with the ship on the port tack.
